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The Spatial Structures and Town Planning of Industrial Cities in Modern Britain(1848—1939)

Abstract ; As the new type of cities,industrial cities, represented by Manchester, Birmingham and Leeds , embodied unique
spatial structures; the land’ s functional classification was formed with the appearance of new industrial buildings, the architec-
tural layout took on a chaotic look because of the mixture of various kinds of buildings and the new residential segregation of
different classes emerged as well. These structural features resulted in especially serious “urban diseases” in industrial cities.
During the modern town planning movement since the mid ~ 19" century, industrial cities actively carried out planning prac-
tices. As the achievement of town planning,the spatial structures of industrial cities have been reasonably re — organized, “ ur-
ban diseases” have been relieved and cities’ appearance has been remarkably improved as well.
