Abstract: In December 2014 Japan held the second election of the House of Representatives after Abe returning to
power and the LDP— NKP ruling coalition led by Abe won the election thus starting the third Abe regime. In order
to maintain his long—term ruling Abe is expected to continuously revise the Japanese constitution and strengthen
military buildup with the aim to get rid of “the post—war regime” and transform Japan into a “normal sovereign
state”. As the opposition parties are still disunited it will be difficult for them to effectively contain the Abe re—
gime. Abe’ s frequent negative words and actions after the election have also damaged the favorable circumstance
created by the Sino—Japanese summit meeting in November 2014. Whether Abe will comply with the four points of
Sino—Japanese consensus and sincerely improve relations with China remains to be seen. The prospects for Japanese
relations with other neighboring countries are also not optimistic. 2015 is the 70 anniversary of the victory of the anti
—Japanese War and also the 70 anniversary of Japanese surrender and Abe is expected to make a so—called “Abe
conversation”. Its content and point of view is worth paying attention by both China and the international communi—
ty.
