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Abstract: The paper takes CSSCl-included 9062 articles on library science, informatics and documentation science in 2006-2012

as research object, analyzes their journal distribution, institutions, regions, and support funds, draws mapping knowledge domain of doc-

ument co—citation and keywords co—occurrence with CiteSpacell, and reveals knowledge basis, research hotspot and research frontier in

this field. The results show that QiuJunping, Yu Liangzhi, Wang Zizhou, Wu Weici, Fan Bingsi and Jiang Yongfu are team leaders in

this field; and digital library and related field, library science and relevant theoretical research, information service and knowledge ser-

vice, and knowledge management are the hotspots.
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
