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On the Typological Significance of Morphological Formation of

Austroasiatic Languages in China

[ Abstract] This paper discusses the typological significance of morphological fomation of Austoasiatic
languages in China. The devices of morphological formation were prefixion, infixion and, with the addition of
phonetic internal inflections including tones, initials, vowels and adding the pre-consonant. Infix and pre-consonant
were characteristic of prefix. The grammatical category of morphological foimation were different in plural, dual,
and case of instrument, possessive, indication, causative, automatic, prototype, etc.. The typological significances
of morphological formation were expressed that prefix, infix, pre-consonant were hamonious with preposition and the
implicational universals of SVO language .
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
